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ABSTRACT

Background. Post-war recovery in Ukraine necessitates rapid economic and
social development, including in the healthcare sector. The quality of life and active
participation in society are highly dependent on robust health, especially for citizens
affected by physical and psychological trauma due to the russian aggression.

Purpose — to explore the potential for exporting medical services from Ukraine
and attracting international patients.

Materials and Methods. Review of the literature on the development of global medical
services and healthcare markets; analysis of statistical data on the state and capa-
bilities of Ukraine’s healthcare sector; study of best practices from other countries
in the field of medical tourism; assessment of economic indicators and their correlation
with the growth of international medical services.

Results. The study reveals that Ukraine has significant potential to develop its
international medical services sector. This potential is driven by the high qualifications
of Ukrainian doctors, the relatively low cost of medical services, and the availability
of advanced medical technologies in some hospitals. Promoting international medical
services can attract foreign investment, enhance the quality of healthcare, and gene-
rate substantial economic benefits. The influx of international patients would generate
export revenues, contributing to the state budget and balancing the national payment
system. However, challenges such as infrastructure improvements, international
accreditation, and effective marketing need to be addressed to fully realize this potential.
Conclusions. Developing international medical services in Ukraine can significantly
enhance the national economy and healthcare system. Strategic focus on this
sector can yield benefits like improved healthcare quality, increased foreign invest-
ment, and significant economic returns. Addressing challenges and leveraging the
country’s strengths in healthcare are essential for success.

seem ambitious, pre-war examples indicate the signi-
ficant potential for Ukraine to provide international
medical services [2].

Medical tourism is a rapidly expanding multidis-
ciplinary economic activity that combines healthcare
and the tourism industry with patients increasingly
travelling worldwide to receive medical services [3].
Medical tourism contributes to the professional deve-
lopment and income of local physicians at the destina-
tion points (in this context, of Ukrainian physicians),
attracts foreign investment in tertiary sector hospitals,
strengthens private clinics, and boosts export revenues
to the national budget, thereby helping to balance the
country’s payment accounts. Thus, international medical
services can generate a significant multiplier effect for
national economies [3, 4]. In current medical and eco-
nomic literature, both domestic and foreign scholars
study various aspects of global medicine and interna-
tional medical service markets. Among economists,
notable Ukrainian figures include V.V. Baiev [5],
E.O. Gaponova [6], T.H. Zheliuk [7], H.l. Mykhaili-
chenko [8], M.Y. Povoroznyk [9], and N.V. Reznikova [10].
They typically view the medical market as part of the
global market for tourism services [5-10]. Ukrainian
medical professionals such as I.K. Babova [11],
O.V. Hladkyi [12], O.M. Liutak [13], V.Z. Kholiavka [14],
and O. Sheka [15] focus on the therapeutic capabilities
of modern medicine and the use of physician expertise
to attract foreign patients [11-15]. However, there is
a lack of publications combining medical and econo-
mic aspects, examining the global nature of healthcare
rather than its limited territorial scope. It is important to
note that the provision of international medical services
is the first stage of medical activity internationalization,
significantly expanding its boundaries and requiring
a different level of analysis and creative approaches.

Objective — to identify factors that contribute to the
growth in volume and quality of international medical
services worldwide and in Ukraine.

MATERIALS AND METHODS

The selection of publications was carried out using data-
bases such as PubMed (https://pubmed.ncbi.nim.nih.gov/),
Clinical Key Elsevier (https://www.clinicalkey.com),
Cochrane Library (https://www.cochranelibrary.com/),
eBook Business Collection (https://www.ebsco.com/),
and Google Scholar (https://scholar.google.com/), which
provided information about the position of Ukraine’s
healthcare in the global medical services market
amid globalization.

In the first stage, literature sources were searched
using keywords: Ukraine healthcare, global medical
services, economic development, international patients,
globalization, medical tourism. In the second stage,
article abstracts were reviewed, and publications not
meeting the research criteria were excluded. In the third
stage, full texts of selected articles were examined

vance of the studies.

The inclusion criteria for publications in the sample
subjected to content analysis were as follows:

1) coverage of current information regarding Ukraine’s
healthcare in the global medical services market;

2) alignment of studies with the key principles of
evidence-based medicine;

3) open access to the full text of the article.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

A hallmark of any country’s healthcare system is its
connection to the rapidly globalizing world market for
medical services. Participants include providers and
consumers of medical services who, unlike in domestic
markets, reside in different countries. This effectively
pertains to the export and import of medical, wellness,
rehabilitation, and recreational services. In addition to
medical professionals, this market involves medical
tourism agencies, tour operators, medical managers and
marketers, and other specialists, including transpor-
tation and logistics companies. Together, they engage in
foreign economic activities accompanying the provision
of medical services in various forms, such as through
cross-border agreements between service providers
and consumers, establishment of healthcare facilities
or medical company branches abroad, physical pre-
sence of medical professionals (for treatment and con-
sultations), and private medical tourism. The latter is
rapidly gaining momentum globally [16]. At its peak
before the COVID-19 pandemic in 2019, the value of the
medical tourism market exceeded $37 billion [17].

The global market for medical services has syner-
gistic medical and economic effects. It fosters interna-
tional competition among hospitals, enhances physician
qualifications, expands patient options for high-quality
preventive and therapeutic services worldwide, and
accelerates the recovery of human health, which, beyond
its humanitarian significance, promotes investment in
a country’s human and intellectual capital. Concurrently,
the export of medical services is a significant source
of increased healthcare funding in various economies
and stimulates the development of domestic medical
tourism. Therefore, these services are actively marketed
by healthcare institutions worldwide that subsequently
provide treatment and wellness services. Marketers
from different companies influence patient demand
through both price and non-price factors, engaging
in branding and rebranding their clinics. Additionally,
the provision of international medical services acts as
a catalyst for international medical insurance. The deve-
lopment of the insurance market boosts demand for
treatment and rehabilitation, creates new economic
relationships between hospitals, insurance companies,
and patients, and establishes a global infrastructure
for the medical market.

What economic and medical conditions and factors
drive the increase in international medical services?
In post-industrial countries, the primary factor is the impro-
vement in quality of life and investment in its longevity,
utilizing advanced medical technologies. Therefore, the
main centers for medical tourism development world-

wide are the USA, Canada, the United Kingdom,
and Israel [16]. Japan also boasts one of the most deve-
loped healthcare systems, offering cutting-edge medical
services to foreigners, predominantly from China.
The number of medical visas issued to foreign patients
in Japan rose from 70 in 2011 to 1,650 in 2018 [17].

Simultaneously, the demand for quality healthcare
grows alongside increasing healthcare expenditures,
as demonstrated by statistics from the Organization for
Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD) [18].
In developing countries, these expenditures are signi-
ficantly lower, as depicted in Figure 1.

Healthcare expenditures per capita in the USA
exceed those in India by 592 times. On average,
healthcare spending per capita in developed countries,
as shown in Figure 1, is seven times higher than in
developing countries. One non-trivial consequence of
this disparity is that poorer countries can offer patients
cheaper treatment under comparable conditions. Indeed,
according to researchers, cost savings for Americans
seeking medical services in various countries are as
follows: Brazil — 20-30%, Costa Rica — 45-65%, India —
65-90%, Malaysia — 65-80%, Mexico — 40-65%,
Singapore — 25-40%, South Korea — 30-45%, Thailand —
50-75%, Turkey — 50-65%, and Taiwan — 40-55%
[4, pp. 16-17]. It is not surprising that the capacity
and quality of medical markets in these countries
are growing, as illustrated in Table 1.

The data in Table 1 indicate that among the top
20 countries most advantageous for international
tourists, half are developing countries, particularly Asian
nations. They attract patients with a wide range of
treatment options (from transplantation to dentistry
and cosmetology), as well as their natural and cultural
heritage. For instance, Singapore recently established
international patient service centers functioning as
medical/tourism agencies mediating between foreign
patients and Singaporean clinics and physicians [16].
Turkiye has developed an innovative high-tech medical

medical services is the lack (or limitation or postponement)
of certain medical services for patients in their home
countries. In Scandinavian countries with budget-
insurance healthcare financing, there is a trend toward
price control for treatments (the so-called «price ceiling»).
This also applies to the United Kingdom, Germany, and
Canada, where the government plays a significant role in
healthcare financing. However, it is known that a shortage
of medical services in the market always stimulates
queues for scheduled diagnostic examinations (such as
ultrasound) or surgeries. Thus, patients prefer to travel
where treatment is readily available. Additionally, in many
countries, medical insurance does not cover chronic
disease treatments, certain surgeries, comprehensive
dental care, and prosthetics. Hence, patients travel
abroad. Conversely, in several poor countries, quality
treatment for certain diseases is entirely absent, promp-
ting wealthy patients to seek care in Germany, lIsrael,
the United Kingdom, France, and Spain. A current
example is the orthopedic surgeries and rehabilitation
offered to Ukrainian Armed Forces soldiers abroad.
Migration flows, which are intensifying globally, also
drive the development of medical tourism. At the end
of 2022, there were 117 million international migrants,
totaling 281 million globally [20]. Firstly, migrants increase

individual and state purchasing power at micro and
macro levels, thereby boosting national healthcare
funding. From 2000 to 2022, remittances increased by
650%, from $128 billion to $831 billion [20]. Secondly,
immigrants increase the demand for medical services
in recipient countries and the overall capacity of the
global medical services market.

An important question arises: what factors in provi-
ding international medical services could potentially
work in Ukraine after the war? This is particularly perti-
nent as, in the global rankings of 2020-2021, Ukraine
was absent among the 46 countries listed [16]. Firstly,
the cost of medical services in Ukraine is significantly
lower than in developed countries, and the pricing
policies of private firms in Ukraine are flexible. Addi-
tionally, there are no queues for treatment, and there
is quick access to primary and secondary level doctors,
as well as relatively high qualifications of Ukrainian
doctors. Before the war, the quality of treatment in
certain profiles in Ukrainian healthcare institutions
matched the quality and comfort level of many foreign
clinics [21]. Foreign patients who were particularly
interested included those without insurance coverage
for surgeries or chronic disease treatments in their home
countries. Dental services, reproductive medicine,
cosmetology, prosthetics, as well as recreational and
health services provided by sanatorium-resort institu-
tions, have always been in high demand among
foreigners. The geographical location of our state,
characterized by diverse natural and climatic resources,
contributes to the development of medical tourism.

In some countries, there is a shortage of highly
qualified medical experts, while in Ukraine there are quite
a number of them, as evidenced by the experience in
treating coronavirus. Also important are the legal
permissions and flexible regulations for certain medical
procedures (e.g., in gynecology or cosmetology) that are
prohibited in other countries. Ukrainian doctors usually
adhere to confidentiality and anonymity, and the dis-
tance allows patients from neighboring countries to
avoid curiosity from friends and relatives regarding the
nature of their overseas vacation. In the best private
clinics in Ukraine, there is no language barrier for
English-speaking patients. Unfortunately, this is not
an issue for many emigrants from Ukraine, the number
of which is growing due to the war.

Currently, the attractiveness of medicine and sana-
torium-resort treatment in Ukraine is marred by the
danger of possible Russian bombing of our territory.
However, until 24.02.2022, according to the Ukrainian
Association of Medical Tourism, foreigners even from
Great Britain, Israel, Italy, Germany, the USA, and France
came to Ukraine for health improvement [21]. Before
the war, medical entities in Ukraine were strengthening
their capabilities and increasing resources [22], as
evidenced by Table 2. Gradually, clinics were expan-
ding and creating a base for foreign patients, who in
turn became investors in addition to budget funding
for healthcare.

Data in Table 2 indicate that the greatest dynamics
of the volume of services provided by medical and
dental practices in Ukraine from 2010-2020 were
observed in general medical practice establishments —
almost 24 times increase. At the same time, specialized

medical practice increased by more than 115 times;
dental practice even less — by 82 times. This may indi-
cate that the potential for providing medical services
not only in Ukraine but also abroad was not utilized
at the necessary level. After all, secondary and tertiary,
as well as dental care, are more competitive in the
global market than state primary medicine. It should also
be noted that such results are due to the structural
restructuring of healthcare as a result of medical reform
in Ukraine. Additionally, informal payments to Ukrainian
doctors for provided assistance should be conside-
red, making the real volume of services provided likely
higher. Nevertheless, now and after the war, it is
necessary to increase the efficiency of utilizing the
export potential of narrow specialists and dental
clinics in Ukraine.

Bringing economic benefits to recipient counties, medi-
cal tourism can simultaneously create ethical problems
and raise issues regarding the quality of care and risks for
the tourists themselves [3, 23]. Under these conditions,
it is advisable to increase the number of interdisciplinary
studies and enhance cooperation between different
sectors of the economy and medicine [24, 25], including
within the national healthcare strategy to enter foreign
markets, involving joint efforts from medical professionals,
economists, marketing specialists, and managers.

CONCLUSIONS

The globalization of healthcare is based on factors
such as the globalization of the economy in general, the
openness of many countries, cooperation and compe-
tition among doctors and clinics, migration processes,
increasing incomes of citizens in developed countries,
differentiation in prices for medical services in various
regions and countries worldwide, the growing quality
of treatment in developing countries, and the offering
of new types of medical assistance and health impro-
vement. All this creates new requirements for health-

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Prospects for further research
