PROFESSOR MYKHAILO ANDRIYOVYCH NETLYUKH

(up to 90 years from the date of birth)
Danylo Halytsky Lviv National Medical University (Lviv, Ukraine)

In 2022, 90 years passed since the
birthday of the outstanding Ukrainian
scientist-anatomist, head of the De-
partment of Normal Anatomy of the
Danylo Halytsky Lviv National Medi-
cal University, Professor Mykhailo
Andriyovych Netlyukh, and 50 years
since the publication of his first "Lat-
in-Ukrainian Anatomical Dictionary
(International and Ukrainian anatom-
ical nomenclature)" (Kyiv, Naukova
dumka, 1972).

Mykhailo Andriyovych Netlyukh
was born on October 25, 1932, in the
village of Bryshche, now Zhovkiv dis-
trict, Lviv region, in the family of a vil-
lage blacksmith. 1949 he entered the
Lviv State Medical Institute, graduat-
ing in 1955. For five years, Dr Mykhai-
lo Netlyukh worked as the head of the
district hospitals of Chernytsia, Penyaki, and Velyki Silka
and as a surgeon in the village of Pidkamin. Since 1960,
he studied the postgraduate course at the Department of
Normal Anatomy of the Lviv State Medical Institute under
the supervision of Professor Andriy Pavlovich Lyubomu-
drov. In 1963, he successfully defended his PhD thesis on
the functional anatomy of the subclavian artery. From
1963 to 1975, Mykhailo Andriyovych worked as an assis-
tant at the Department of Normal Anatomy, as well as on
the creation of the "Latin-Ukrainian Anatomical Diction-
ary". M.A. Netlyukh received permission to print this dic-
tionary after a long bureaucratic process and a decision
of the Editorial and Publishing Council of the Academy of
Sciences of the Ukrainian SSR. Academician of the Acade-
my of Sciences of the Ukrainian SSR V.G. Kasyanenko was
the responsible editor for the issue. Since 1975, M.A. Net-
lyukh headed the Central Research Laboratory, received
the academic title of senior researcher, and planned and
executed a doctoral dissertation on the topic: "Functional
morphology of the myocardium of the ventricles of the
heart and its bloodstream under experimental influ-
ences." Since 1979, Mykhailo Andriyovych worked as an
associate professor of the department, and from 1988
to 2000, he was the head of the department of Normal
Anatomy of Danylo Halytsky Lviv National Medical Uni-
versity.

Since the end of the 80s, Professor Mykhailo Net-
lyukh actively joined the organization of the People's
Movement of Ukraine at our university and the branch of
the Scientific Society named after Shevchenko. Mykhailo
Andriyovych headed the Lviv regional branch of the Sci-
entific Society of Anatomists, Histologists, Embryologists
and Topographic Anatomists (SS AHET). He was a mem-
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ber of the Presidium of the SS AHET
of Ukraine. Professor M.A. Netly-
ukh —the author of more than 120
scientific and scientific-methodical
works, including five terminological
dictionaries, 11 rationalizing pro-
posals and the invention "Device for
combined filling of the vascular bed
of the heart". Mykhailo Andriyovych
trained one doctor of medical scienc-
es and five PhD in Medical Sciences.
A special place in the scientific and
methodological work of M.A. Netli-
ukh. occupies the "Latin-Ukrainian
Anatomical Dictionary (International
and Ukrainian Anatomical Nomen-
clature)" (Kyiv, Naukova Dumka,
1972), which was the first printed
Ukrainian edition of the internation-
al anatomical terminology of that
time, as well as the "Ukrainian-Latin Anatomical Diction-
ary (Anatomical Nomenclature)" ( Lviv, 1995; 2000). The
mentioned dictionaries of M.A. Netlyukha passed the test
in teaching medical disciplines, writing scientific articles,
manuals and textbooks in the first years after the decla-
ration of Ukraine's independence (August 24, 1991) and
granting the Ukrainian language the status of the state
language (Constitution of Ukraine, Section 1., General
Principles, Article 10). Based on the dictionaries of Profes-
sor Mykhailo Netlyukh, the first manuals and textbooks
on "Human Anatomy" were written in Ukrainian, as well
as numerous textbooks on clinical disciplines. At the end
of the 1990s, the Ukrainian Anatomical Nomenclature
Commission (Chairman - L.I. Bobryk, Deputy Chairman
— M.A. Netlyukh) began its work, which prepared for pub-
lication a collectively developed edition of the Ukrainian
Anatomical Nomenclature, which today has a norma-
tive character. The main provisions relating to Ukrainian
anatomical names were presented in the reports of M.A.
Netlyukh, with further discussion at the All-Union Confer-
ence "Problems of the Regulation of Medical Terminol-
ogy" (Riga, 1989), at meetings of the Lviv Regional Branch
of the SS AHET of Ukraine (1992, 1993), at the meeting of
the medical commission of the Scientific Society named
after Shevchenko (1992) and at the 1st International Sci-
entific Conference "Current Problems of Medical Termi-
nology" (Lviv, 1993). Mykhailo Andriyovych Netlyukh can
rightfully be called the defender of Ukrainian names in
anatomy and medicine. He modestly continued to do his
essential Ukrainian work even though in the then Ukrai-
nian society in the 1970s and until the end of the 1980s,
there was oppression and persecution of the Ukrainian
intelligentsia by the Soviet party bodies.
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In the early 1990s, Mykhailo Andriyovych Netlyukh
accepted a young group of scientists and postgraduate
students, including us, to the Department of Normal
Anatomy of the Lviv State Medical Institute. He had to
work a lot with us, teach, and educate to grow worthy
continuation of the Lviv anatomical school. More than 30
years have passed since we first met Mykhailo Andreyov-
ich and more than 20 years since our dear Teacher passed
away. More than once, we had to go on business trips to
higher medical educational institutions in Ukraine, where
the good name of our dear Mykhailo Andriyovych was
known, first of all, as the author of the first Ukrainian an-
atomical dictionary, an energetic supporter of Ukrainian
anatomical and medical names, a scientist and a talented
teacher. The heads of departments of normal anatomy at
medical universities of Ukraine spoke of Mykhailo Andriy-
ovych Netlyukh as one of the most educated Ukrainian
scientists of his time, with encyclopedic knowledge and
a subtle and creative sense of the Ukrainian language.
Mykhailo Andriyovych was fond of Ukrainian poetry, clas-
sical music, and violin playing. We have memories of the
evening of poetry dedicated to Vasyl Simonenko, which
Mykhailo Andriyovych expertly held in the student dormi-
tory in the spring of 2000. Until the last day of his earthly
life, Mykhailo Andriyovych worked tirelessly because his
fundamental rule of life was — no day without work. He
managed to write a review of the first Ukrainian-language
textbook on human anatomy by the outstanding Ukrai-
nian anatomist O.l. Svyridov. This long-awaited textbook
was published under the editorship of Professor Ivan Iva-
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novich Bobryk in 2000. Mykhailo Andriyovych Netlyukh
died in Lviv on January 4, 2001, after a long and severe
illness. He was buried at the Yanivskyi cemetery.

In his article "The Ukrainian language is the language
of the free and dignified, it unites and protects us from
the enemy", Taras Dmytrovych Kremin, Commissioner for
the Protection of the State Language, wrote that "today
we are observing the consolidation of Ukrainian society in
the conditions of a full-scale invasion of Russian criminals,
as well as strengthening the language front in Ukraine.
After February 24, 2022, it was the language border that
clearly pointed to the enemy and reminded us that the
Ukrainian language is a fundamental element of Ukrai-
nian identity, unity and security (T.D. Kremin. The way of
victory, 2023. —Issue 6. —P. 2.).

In our opinion, this is the anniversary date of the
Ukrainian professor-anatomist Mykhailo Andriyovych
Netlyukh, our dear teacher and mentor, who tirelessly,
dignified, heroically defended, nurtured and developed
Ukrainian names in anatomy and medicine in general,
created and enriched the Ukrainian-speaking space in
the years that it is difficult to call them favourable for the
development of the Ukrainian language, science and cul-
ture, affirms our grateful memory, which does not fade
or wither over time. We hope that the "Latin-Ukrainian
Anatomical Dictionary" by M.A. Netliukh, published 50
years ago, will delight medical students, doctors, philolo-
gists and all interested people with its language richness
in new editions more than once.
